In her new book, Louder
Than Words: A Mother's
Journey in Healing Autism,
actress Jenny McCarthy
shares her emotional story of
diagnosis, hope, faith and
recovery. Itis based on her
journey with her son, Evan,
who was diagnosed with
autism when he was 3 years
old. She followed treatment
that was outside “the norm.”
She listened to her son, her
intuition, and her heart, and
then followed through on the
guidance she received.

Evan is now in recovery.

What an example of fol-
lowing our intuition!
Revealing Word, our
metaphysical dictionary,
defines intuition as “the
immediate apprehension
of spiritual Truth without
resort to intellectual
means. The wisdom of
the heart. It is very much
surer in guidance than the
head.” Intuition has been
called the deepest wisdom
of the Soul.

One of our biggest stum-
bling blocks to peace is
not listening to our own
inner truth, or denying
that it exists, creating
stress and tension.
Listening to our intuition
helps us cope with chal-
lenges by expanding our
vision, so that we can see
the larger landscape.
Through the power of
intuition, we have straight
access to the wisdom of
God.

Emily Cady writes, Each
man (person) must come to
a time when he no longer
seeks external helps, when
he knows that the inner
revelation of “my Lord and
my God” to his conscious-
ness can come to him only
through an indwelling
power that has been there
all the time, waiting with
infinite longing and pa-
tience to reveal the Father
to the child.”

When we follow our intui-
tion, then life flows easier.
We are less fearful because
we are trusting God and
trusting ourselves. And so,
I invite you to listen to that
still small voice within, to
trust God and know that
you will be led to your
highest good.

In her book, Turning Points
Martha Smock writes,
“Listen, Beloved.

Listen, Beloved, to what
you are—You are wonder-
fully and intricately made.
Your body, which you may
take for granted, or may
despair of because of its
aches and pains and fail-
ings, is a holy creation, the
temple of the living God.
You are the very life of
God in expression.

Listen, beloved, to what
you are—You are a child
of God.

world. In your Christ self
you are triumphant, victori-
ous, free.
